2 Check all acronyms. All acronyms should be defined
on first use.

2 Check capitalization. No unnecessary capitalization.
Headers are usually capitalized.

2 Spell Check entire document.
2 kin kilo is lower case. kbps not Kbps.

2 Leave a space between numbers and units, e.g., 15 km
not 15km.

2 Remember to submit copies of unusual references (not
available in the library or the Internet) with the final

paper.
